personal information?

We may also disclose non-public personal information about you under circumstances as
permitted or required by law. These disclosures typically include information to process
transactions on your behalf, to conduct our operations, to follow your instructions as you
authorize, or to protect the security of our financial records.

Do we disclose within our family of affiliated companies your non-public
personal information?
In the course of providing services to you, we are permitted by law to share within our family of
affiliated companies information about our transactions or experiences with you (such) as account
balance or payment history).

What is our policy relating to former customers?
